Arrival in Budapest

The Ferihegy Airport is the international airport of Budapest located approximately 25 km from the city centre and the hotel. The airport has two terminals: the Ferihegy 2A, which serves all Schengen destinations and the Ferihegy 2B, which serves all non-Schengen destinations. (Ferihegy 1 is for the low cost airlines only.)

Means of transportation between the airport and the hotel

Participants are responsible for their own transportation arrangements between the airport and the hotel.

1. Taxi
If you would like to go into town by taxi, order one by phone or take one of the Zóna taxis (0036-1-365-5555) waiting outside the airport. Zóna Taxi (http://www.zonataxi.eu/en/tartalom/fooldal/)  is the official taxi company of Ferihegy Airport. They have stands at both terminals (Ferihegy 2A and 2B). They operate on a fixed fare system for four zones between the airport and the city centre. At the taxi stands you can find a map showing the zones and tariffs. Fare from airport to inner city is approximately HUF 5000 and the estimated travel time is 40 minutes, depending on traffic.
2. Airport Minibus

Airport Minibus is a kind of collective taxi with a boarding capacity of 8 to 10 passengers. The minibuses handle transfers from the airport to the passenger's accommodation back and forth. Airport Minibus Desks can be found at both terminals. Tickets can be purchased at the arrival customs area or at the LRI Airport Passenger Service desk in the waiting area. You can pay by cash and credit card at the desks. The transfer from the airport to the hotel takes approximately 1 hour depending on traffic. Transfer fee from the airport to any point of Budapest or from anywhere in Budapest to the Airport is approximately HUF 2990 / person / one way ticket.
